Deadline

All completed applications must be postmarked by (May 1st, 2010) extended to May 15th, 2010.  Please mail to Highline Council PTSA, PO Box 66539, Seattle, WA  98166.  Student selected to receive scholarships will be notified and asked to attend an awards ceremony in early June.

Funds Distribution

Prior to disbursement of funds, recipients will be required to submit a student enrollment certificate upon entry into their school of higher education.  Scholarships must be claimed by December 15, 2010.
